7. OPTIONAL Adjust tilt tension

9.1 Arm movement can be 
adjusted to be firmer or more 
free. Use the 4mm hex key to 
adjust the tension of the three 
pivot joints on the arm.

DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN
Increasing tension only 
stiffens movement and 
cannot completely stop 
arm movement. 

10. Removing monitor

9. OPTIONAL Adjust arm joint tension

10.1 Slide release switch up and 
click into unlocked position, then 
lift monitor away from the arm.

7.1 Factory set tilt tension will be 
suitable for most monitors.
